Recommended Guidelines for Student Incentives

Allowable procedures for awarding incentives funded through Title I

· The district approves clearly established school criteria in the awarding of incentives to students.

· The district approves clearly established school criteria that consider the use of federal funds for incentives that are reasonable and necessary to carry out the Title I program.

· The total cost of student incentives does not exceed 1 percent of the school’s Title I allocation in any given school year.

· The incentives are supplemental in nature.

· The incentives are awarded for academic progress in any of the core subjects (which may also include incentives for attendance and/or behavior) in a school that is making AYP and is not identified for any of the levels of school improvement.

· The incentives are limited to academic progress in English/language arts and/or math (which may also include incentives for attendance and/or behavior) in a school that is not making AYP and is identified for one of the levels of school improvement.

Procedures that are not allowed for awarding incentives funded through Title I
· The use of cash awards as incentives.

· The use of gift cards as incentives.

· Incentives that are purchased with federal funds that advertise a product or brand (i.e., company logo printed on T-shirts, hats, book bags, etc.).
